The result is 208 of aging people enthusiastically participated in community is 185 (88.9%)
and enthusiastically participated to support with things or budget is 137(65.9). Nonetheless,
last year it has shown that aging group enthusiastically participated in maintain regional
status are 200 (96.2%) and to maintain traditional are 197 (94.7%). Furthermore, they do not
want to participate in community in doing project 95(45.7%) and least participate in religion
support 8(3.8%). Conclusions: Aging groups would like to participate in community. Any
hindrances are reported in participating role in community. Further study should have better
include more participants from other towns of Maung Lampang for their benefits.
